· Race Finish times : between 1630 and 1730

· Prize Giving : 1800

Each team pack contains a course map printed on A3 waterproof paper pre marked with all the available checkpoints. If a team would like an extra map order these here by clicking on the Extra Map 'Buy Now' button (on the right hand side of the page) by Sunday 22 March. This is the new method to order extra maps. Teams that have previously indicated that they would like an extra map also now need to pay for it online as outlined above.

Kayaking 

The kayaking stage will take place on Ellingham water ski lake, less than a mile away from the event base at Moyles Court school. The kayaking course will be a ‘hub and spoke’ type course – which means that after visiting each kayak checkpoint teams need to immediately validate that point by visiting the ‘X’ checkpoint. So you’ll be radiating out and back like the spokes of a wheel – it should make for quite a sight.
